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CFC COMPLIANCE REPORT

If you are proposing to import refrigeration and/or air conditioning equipment/system(s) containing the refrigerant CFC or that is designed to operate using CFC refrigerant or item(s) containing such system(s) into Australia, you will be required to have this form completed by a licensed technician, unless these details are specified on the equipment’s official documentation. This form (or the official documents) should be provided to your Customs Broker or Freight Forwarder (or to Customs, if you manage your own importing arrangements). Evidence of CFC compliance must be in English.

To demonstrate compliance with the Ozone Protection and Synthetic Greenhouse Gas Management Act 1989 (i.e. that the refrigerant has been evacuated from the system(s) and that the system(s) has been modified), you will need to provide documentary evidence (e.g. receipt/invoice) that the work has been completed.

In respect to vehicles containing refrigeration and/or air conditioning system(s) or such systems designed for use in vehicles, the work must be completed prior to importing the goods in accordance with the Australian Automotive Code of Practice for the Reduction of Emissions of Fluorocarbons or comparable Code/Standard officially recognised in the country of operation.

In respect to other refrigeration and/or air conditioning systems, the work must be completed prior to importing the goods in accordance with the Australian Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Code of Good Practice (Standards Australia Handbook HB40 SAA HB40.3-2001 and ASNZ 1677 Bood 1.2, available from Standards Australia) or comparable Code/Standard officially recognised in the country of operation.

Documentary evidence must be written in English (or translated to English) detailing the information below, and a copy of the invoice/receipt for the work undertaken must be attached.
